To Achieve Supervisor Status

· Your personal net sales must total at least $700 for each of the two consecutive months before promotion

· You must have minimum group net sales of $2000 for the two consecutive months before promotion

· You must have 5 personal active recruits in your group at the time of promotion (selling at least $350 net in the previous 3 months)

· You must have 5 personal bronze recruits-sold at least $750 in their incentive period – the first 12 weeks.  They don’t need to be the same recruits as above but can be

· You must submit the supervisor’s agreement by the 15th of the month prior to promotion

· Promotions effective the 1st of the month following the month requirements were met

(If you have a consultant in your group that promotes before you do, you have 3 months to meet supervisor requirements to reclaim the promoted group)
To Maintain Supervisor Status

Sales are reviewed quarterly April, July, October, and January

· Your personal net sales must total $700 within the previous 3 months

· Central group net sales must total at least $2000 at least 1 month within previous 3 months

Supervisor status for recruiting is reviewed in July and January

· You need to sign up at least 2 new people every 6 months.  (January - June and July –December).  All new recruits need to have at least $700 net sales combined within a 6 month time frame

It can be a bit of a push to actually promote but the minimums to maintain are very minimal.  Why promote to supervisor?  To give yourself a pay raise!  Supervisors earn an additional 11% monthly cash override on their own and all the consultants’ net sales who are in their central group.  When someone in your central group promotes to supervisor, they and their entire downline are now a first level breakaway.  But you continue earning commission for all net sales on 1st, 2nd, and 3rd level breakaway teams with overrides of 7%, 5% and 1% respectively. (Bookfair overrides are 50% less on all levels)

Because you have an UNLIMITED number of breakaway teams on your first, second, and third levels, that means…
