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DID YOU KNOW?

· Babies - through age 2 1/2 are developing 10s of thousands of new synapses every second. Once they reach 2 1/2 this growth slows down some until age 5, but then really slows down after that. Even as adults we are developing new synapses.
· Over ½ of IQ is related to environmental influences.

· Over 90% of how well a child will do in HS depends on how well/soon they can read.
· When a baby/child learns one aspect of language-- this helps to learn other aspects.
LANGUAGE DEVELOPMENT

Expressive Language: There is typically a 6 month delay from the time they understand language to the time they can use it as Expressive language, due to motor development. Reinforce any/all sounds babies make by repeating the sound back to them

The time frame to start teaching language is 3 months (or earlier (6 wks)- when they begin to track w/ their eyes) Talk To Them! Explain what you are doing all day long. Talk about their senses when: they are 
   Looking at- anything
   Moving- hands, feet, legs, arms...
   Touching- it is soft, warm, cold, scratchy (great for the touchy feely books!)...
   Smelling- veggies, fruit etc, poop..
   Tasting- sweet, sour, salty, bitter...

Once babies/toddlers learn 50 words or more, they go into "Fast Mapping” which means they learn words much more quickly.  Dr. Titzer states we much TEACH the child the first 50 words, then they can learn other words by being read to - point to words on the page, in addition to talking about the item on the page which relates to the word they are being read.

Teach words in a LOGICAL manner. Example: Chair
Give many representations of a chair. Chairs come in many sizes, shapes, colors and take them to a furniture store and describe all aspects of various kinds of furniture. Repeat this activity in teaching all aspects of new words.

Site/Sound Matching:  When site and sound go together, it works best to relate the object and sound to encourage the learning and reading. In YBCR DVDs - a word is given and matched to the sound and action or object that being shown.
Q&A:   Many more questions/answers can be found on the parents section of the DVDs in the YBCR program

1. What is Your Baby Can Read (YBCR)?

A:  A multisensory, interactive program using DVDs and flashcards to take advantage of the stage of development when children learn language and broaden it to include written language.
2. When does YBCR NOT work?  
A: When the DVDs are not used or used in the recommended process.
3. Does this program work with kids over 5? 
 A: Yes, if they are not reading, this program can still work. The key is that they are not developing as many synapses as fast as they get older. However, they should be able to move through the DVDs at a faster pace and achieve the same results.

The sense of urgency is greater. They are more likely to remember/read the word after seeing it one time.
4. Can I use the Program w/ my children if they are different ages?  
A: Yes. Dr. Titzer recommends you start the lst DVD at the same time. Then, most likely the older child will progress at a faster rate and will need to go on to the next DVD sooner - at their own pace than the younger sibling(s).

5. Does YBCR work with Special Needs? 
A: Yes, the earlier the better
Dr. Titzer sites many testimonials of parents writing to him telling him about their child w/ Down Syndrome (a population that typically never learns to read) were learning to read! He also gave many testimonials of kids with Autism. If the child learns to read w/ YBCR early on, their window of learning is greatly enhanced and, theoretically, the brain has more useful synapses.
