Product Knowledge of the Books I use at my Home Show

These are the books that I show at my home shows and what I say about them:

Big Book of Things to Spot: (double page spread)
Double page spread, great travel book or if you need a lot of quiet time! Hand them a book and they will be good for hours ( A fun book that will help them seek and find, but also learn their numbers too. It shows numbers 1-10, helps them realize the difference between a 6 and 9. Great for counting skills!

Also, a combined volume, which is a book with several titles combined into one. A great money saver for you!

Big Book of Picture Puzzles: (double page spread)
Another Double Page Spread book, but lots more detailed than the Things to Spot. This not only gives them things to spot but also gives them little tidbits of knowledge about each item so they are learning as they learn!! Moms, do you think this book look really busy?? (most say YES) Well, your child’s brain likes busy and goes 90 mph every day! If you cannot find the answer they have the answers in the back for us! Another combined volume to save you money!
There’s A Mouse about the House: (unlimited activity)

Usborne’s number one selling book! The little mouse follows the dotted lines through the book, he is looking for his cheese but he has all kinds of problems throughout, another mouse who already ate what he wanted, he wakes up the parrot in the hall, jumps into Mrs. B’s bed and into Mr. B’s nightshirt and out again! When he finally finds his cheese, and hops right by the kitchen cat and jumps out the back and says…LET’S do it again! 

A great interactive book for young children.  Believe it or not, it does have educational value, when they are moving the mouse from page to page, they are learning to read from left to right at a young age. 

I would recommend laminating or placing clear packing tape on your mouse, after so many passes through the book, his nose gets wore out!

Jigsaw World Atlas: (unlimited activity)

A wonderful book full of activity as each page is a full page puzzle. As you pop the piece out, it shows the same picture, so you know exactly where the piece goes back in.

It is also great for geography, as you can learn more about each continent and also seek and find different items on each page.

Learning Wrap Ups: (unlimited activity)

I hand the samples out to all the guests, then I explain to them how they work. This is our sample of x 7, you’ll start at the top number and multiply it by 7, your answer is mixed up on the opposite side, pull your string around the front of the key and around to your answer. Pull the string to the second number and on and on.

I let them practice, then I do a little race, the first person done yells I love Usborne Books!! You can give them a duck pencil or duck eraser for winning.

Turn over your learning wrap up, if you did it correctly it will match the pattern on the back of the key.

The Wrap Ups are wonderful for the hands on learner! Also great for in the backpack for on the bus or even in the car too.

Learning Palette: (unlimited activity)

The Learning Palette is a great “game” that the kids love to play, but what is nice is they are learning while they are playing!! When you purchase the Palette, you’ll get the base with all 12 chips, then you can add any card set to it. Each card set has 12 cards in it, starting with easy and working up to hard. This is our alphabet set, find the green chip and match it to the green circle on the card, find the matching letter on the outside ring. When you are finished with all the chips, flip the card over and you’ll find it is a self correcting tool just like the wrap ups! A great concept, as no one is telling them they are wrong! The LP comes with card sets starting at preschool and working its way up to 4th grade. I recommend you check out the sets in the front of the catalog!
Machines that Work: (cutaway illustrations)

Another combined volume which includes, Tractors, Trucks and Diggers and Cranes.

Check out the picture, it shows a cutaway of a tunnel digger, all little boys (and girls) love to know what is going on inside. 

We have other books with cutaway illustrations as well, Science Ency. Is a another great one.

Science Encyclopedia: (knowledge in bite size pieces)

A wonderful tool to have in the home. I highly recommend this for all homes with mid-elementary to high school kids, It also comes in a set of 3 and includes, the Ency. Of World History and World Geography. You can find this set in the front of the catalog.

As you open the book, you’ll see lots of bright, colorful illustrations plus little chunks of knowledge all over.  This is great for the reader who doesn’t like to read text book page after text book page to find the one answer they need.  

Another great feature is the Internet Links at the bottom of each page. 

Go to www.usbornequicklinks.com, type in the name of the book and the page you are on. It will bring up more info, quizzes, and games about the topic on that page. Great for hands on learners and teachers too.

Lift the Flap Books: (knowledge in bite size pieces)

Choose any lift the flap.

These books are filled with lots of bite size pieces of knowledge plus lift the flap to keep them very interested in the topic! I usually open several lift the flaps for them to see what is behind! 

Big Book of Playtime Activities:  (step by step illustrations)

How many artists do we have here tonight??? (usually not too many hands go up) I have a great for you or your little artist at home. It is step by step illustrations that make it very simple to complete the project.  It is a self esteem booster too, as they can show you a picture and you’ll be able to eliminate the guessing games!
I also recommend, Big Book of Things to Do for older children.
100 Science Experiments: (step by step illustrations)

Want a book that will give your little scientists fun exciting experiments to try without blowing up the house? Step by step instructions will help them get to the finished product.
This book comes in our new flexible binding! Great for propping the book open in front of you while doing the experiment
