CORPORATE BOOKFAIR

1. What questions do you ask the company?  What do you tell them?

High traffic location and time – Nothing is more important!

Space layout, tables, carts, and security if overnight.

2. What is the corporation’s responsibility?  What are the benefits to them?

Benefit – No cost effort to donate cash or books to an organization of their choice

Main responsibility – Spread the Word - Advertise!  Flyers, email, signs, etc.

3. Who do you work with to schedule?

Corporation’s marketing and/or community relations groups

Building Management

4. What do I bring?  How much inventory?

Cash & Carry, 3x amt. to sell, apprx $500/box, wide variety

Paperwork – lead sheets, labels, ¼ recruiting papers, hostess info

5. What is the follow-up?

Customer email list

Reschedule with company, 2x/year, book off months, book January and August

Follow-up with the group that is benefiting from the bookfair.  They are your next customer….which leads you into Literacy for a Lifetime.

LITERACY FOR A LIFETIME

What is Literacy for Lifetime?

What are the details for Recipients and Donors?

Any size grant or donation works

No limit to the number of times an organization can use this program

Free shipping on books

Documentation of the source for grant/donation is required (NAW site)

Donors designate recipient and complete control of book selection.

WHERE DO I FIND CORPORATE BOOKFAIRS AND LFL?

· You already have the leads you may not know it.  Go back to the questions in beginning.

· Take a better look at your customers, friends, family, etc.  

· Get to know the people you know BETTER!

· Tell the people you know!

· Think of the people/groups that you wrote down in the beginning

· 3 people work outside home

· Do they work in places that would host a bookfair?

· Do their corporations have community programs they support?

· If so, what are they?  Do they want more cash for those groups?  Can they use books?  Bookfair!

· Do they donate to children’s organizations?  What organizations do they support?  Can that organization use books?  LFL!

· 3 organizations that you want to work with

· Do they have grant money that could be spent?  LFL!

· Maybe they need to write a grant?  LFL!

· Do they have any corporate sponsors?  Bookfair!

· Who is on their executive board?  Where do they work?  Bookfair! And/or LFL!

· Work backwards – have a charity – find a corporation!
